Pillars of Our Faith

We, an assembly of Seventh Day Christians, having being prayerfully led by the Holy Spirit, do hold as the tenets of the
Christian faith these truths:

1. The Holy Bible (KJV) is the infallible word of God. It reveals to us the three separate entities of the Godhead; God the
Father, Jesus the Christ, and the Holy Spirit.

2. The man (Adam) was created perfect by Jesus the Christ (Colossians 1:14-20, John 1:15; 14). He made the man - male
first and from the male he made female. All things were made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made
(John 1:3). He made all things in six (6) days - six 24 hour periods. He then made the seventh day for the man (Genesis 2, 1-
3. Exodus 20:8-11, Mark 2:27, 28).

3. He commanded the man - "If you love me keep my commandments - the law of God - which is perfect. He sinned (John 3:4,
Genesis 3:17-20). The wages of sin is death (Romans 6:23). Adam must surely die. The plan of salvation went into effect
(John 3:16). You must be born again (John 3:3, Galatians 2:20). Christ came to this sin cursed earth - born as a baby in
Bethlehem of Judea - in a manager - lived a man among men - was tempted in all points like as we are. He chose not to sin. He
is the second Adam - all the world has a second chance in Him. He says, "if you love me keep my commandments” (John 14:15).
Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends (John 15:13).

4. There is a devil. He was once that anointed cherub that covered Lucifer the son of the morning. He was cast from heaven
after waging war against Michael (Jesus) and all heaven. He lost and cast out and those angels who believed his lie were cast
out with him. He is the father of lies. He was cast to the earth, where “he goes about as a roaring lion seeking whom he may
devour." (1 Peter 5:8). Jesus calls him, Satan and his angels, unclean spirits - demons. His first lie, "Ye shall not surely die”,
led to the overthrow of Adam. We are told by God - the dead are dead and know not anything (Ecclesiastes 9:4-6, John
14:21),

5. Jesus the Christ is coming again the second time and every eye shall see Him (Revelation 1:17; 1 Thessalonians 4:16-
18). His feet will not touch the earth at His second coming. The dead in Christ will rise first; those alive and remaining will be
caught up together with them in the air - the wicked will be destroyed by the brightness of His coming (2 Thessalonians 2:8;
Psalms 50:3).

6. Those who are alive and remain will be recognized as “those that keep the commandments of God and the faith of Jesus”
(Revelations 14:12). These do recognize their body is the temple of the Holy Spirit and therefore must be presented a living
sacrifice to God (Romans 12:1, 2; 2 Corinthians 6:16). No unclean or harmful thing shall be willfully put into the temple
of the living God.

7. The present truth for this generation is the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd angels’ messages of (Revelations 14:6-12) and all they entail
- the commandments of God - the sanctuary - the 2300 day prophecy - the faith of Jesus. These are perfectly calculated
to unite the people of God and prepare us to stand in the day of God.
